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ABSTRACT

This publication presents final chicken and egg estimates, including some
revisions, for 1976-79. Data covered include estimates for December 1
inventory and value of chickens and monthly layers, rate of lay, and egg
production. This report continues the official series published in
Statistical Bulletin No. 590, issued January 1978.
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INTRODUCTION

Chicken and egg estimates were published on a current basis in monthly and
annual reports during 1976-79. Primary data were obtained through producer
surveys which included all known Tlarge producers and a sample of smaller
producers. Producer lists were updated annually.

Revisions were made only after a thorough review of the original data,
with consideration given to all additional data now available, including the
1978 Census of Agriculture. Among the check data was information on egg-type
chicks hatched, Pullorum-typhoid disease testings, and chicken slaughter.
Revisions at the national level were less than 1 percent for all chickens and
egg production.

Data for the 1978 Census of Agriculture were collected with the request to
report inventories as of December 31, 1978. The Crop Reporting Board (CRB)
inventory numbers are as of December 1.

Estimates of average value per head were based on CRB crop and 1livestock
reporters' estimates of average price per head in their Jlocalities as of
December 1 each year. These chicken and egg producers reported the value per
head for hens and pullets of laying age and all other chickens. Values per
head for each State were weighted together by the number of hens and pullets
of laying age and all other chickens. The total value is the weighted average
value muitiplied by the total number of chickens. For the United States, the
total value is the sum of the State estimates; value per head is derived by
dividing the total U.S. value by the total number of chickens.

The number of chickens by classes is estimated as of December 1. These
estimates are based on survey and historical data relationships of the various

classes to layers and total chickens.

Through
its information program, ESS provides objective and timely economic and statistical information
for farmers, government policymakers, consumers, agribusiness firms, cooperatiyes, rural residents,
and other interested citizens.
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
