Many are busy 

working ground getting ready to plant so any cattle that need to be sold will head to market before the planting 

begins. Weather has remained very warm this first week of September but State Fair begins next week and that 

typically brings cooler weather and rain. Slaughter cows 1.00-5.00 lower. Slaughter bulls 1.00-4.00 lower. Packer 

demand moderate for limited numbers.
