Butter production was 66.7 million pounds in November, 6 percent Tess than
October and 18 percent less than November 1977.

American type cheese totaled 154 million pounds, 3 percent below last month, but
13 percent above a year earlier.

Total cheese output (excluding cottage cheese) was 276 million pounds, down 1
percent from the previous month, but 12 percent above the previous year.

Creamed cottage cheese, 68.2 million pounds, down 2 percent from a year ago.

Lowfat cottage cheese, 11.6 million pounds, 6 percent more than a year earlier.
