Production Expenditures down 1.3 Percent

U.S. farm production expenditures totaied $129.8 billion in 1991, down

1.3 percent from $131.6 billion in 1990. Expenditures were lower for all major
categories except for farm services, fertilizer, ag chemicals, seeds, and farm

supplies. Farm services, including rent, the largest 1991 expenditure by farms
at $28.7 billion, accounted for 22 percent of the Nation's production expenses.
Expenditures for farm services increased 2.6 percent from 1990. Feed expenses

in 1991 totaled $17.3 billion and accounted for 13 percent of the U.S. total.

Average expenditures per U.S. farm in 1991 were $61,826, an increase of $294
from a year earlier. On the average, farm operations in 1991 spent $13,675 for
farm services, including rent; $8,244 for feed; $8,296 for seeds, fertilizer,
and chemicals; $6,534 for livestock; and $6,260 for labor.

Large farm (sales of $100,000 or greater) expenditures averaged $320,541, and
accounted for 71 percent of the U.S. total. Purchases of farm services, feed,
labor, and livestock & poultry were major expenses (53 percent of the total)
for operations with sales of at least $100,000. The large farms spent an
average of $71,757 annually for farm services, $40,649 for feed, $40,098 for
labor, and $36,220 for livestock and poultry purchased.

Medium-sized farm (sales of $40,000-$99,999) expenses averaged $83,809 for 1991
and accounted for 15 percent of the U.S. total. Leading expenditures were farm
services, feed, and farm machinery.

Small farm (sales less than $40,000) expenditures averaged $15,705 and
accounted for 14 percent of the Nation's production expenses. The three
leading expenditure categories for small farms were farm services, feed, and
farm machinery.

published in the "Economic Indicators of the Farm Sector” issued by the
Economic Research Service of the USDA. The Farm Income estimates treat
agriculture as a sector within the U.S. economy. Not all transactions between
farmers are measured in the income accounts since many cancel within the farm
sector. In addition, there are some other conceptual and definitional
differences.

The Farm Production Expenditure data are the results of sample surveys of over
22,000 farms and ranchers annually. Individuals surveyed in February and March
of 1992 were chosen from a list of farm operators supplemented with producers
living inside randomly selected geographical ‘areas to ensure representation of
all farms and ranches with potential agricultural sales of at least $1,000 in
value during the year. These operations meet the Standard Industrial Code
classification for agricultural production of crops and livestock - major group
codes 01 and 02, respectively.
